(US writer of pseudo-anthropological mystical hoaxes, b. Peru, st. sculpture at Lima, then Los Angeles Community College, m. and div. Margaret Runyan, ethnography at UCLA, wrote frauds backed by gullible scholars at UCLA anthropology department and by anthropologist Paul Riesman; best-selling author of New Age magical frauds, admired by hip hippies like Lennon, Burroughs, Fellini, Jim Morrison, Bruce Wagner, Deepak Chopra; founder of Tensegrity brainwashing cult and Cleargreen corporation, fraud denounced 1972 by Weston LaBarre and Joyce Carol Oates, and debunked by Richard de Mille; cult compound in Westwood, mostly female members; influential organizer of spiritualist seminars, many lovers: Patricia Partin, Amy Wallace, Janice Emery, Regine Thal a.k.a. Florinda Donner-Grau, Maryann Simko a.k.a Taisha Abelar, Kathleen "Chickie" Pohlman a.k.a. Carol Tiggs, etc., suspected of inducing suicide to inner circle of cult, secretive and secluded life in compound, died of liver cancer)
