(English poet, b. Coventry; st. Oxford, friend of Kingsley Amis; leading figure of post-war/50s generation; poet of disillusioned everyday life; repressed homosexual, emotionally frustrated, chauvinist xenophobe, w. as librarian, U of Hull, 1955-; Queen's Gold Medal, d. of oesophagus cancer, buried at Cottingham)
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
